 Tackling shoreline protection for the Village is complex and requires the assistance of the US Army Corps of Engineers.
USACE South Atlantic Division recommended a stand-alone back bay feasibility study in addition to the ocean-side
analysis that would look at both Bayside and Oceanside threats for the Village. The funding requested would contribute to
the Village's 25% match of a $4.22M study and lead to hundreds of millions of dollars in resilient infrastructure investment
in and around Key Biscayne.
