The Town of Ponce Inlet (Town) is requesting funding for a replacement generator and transfer switch to provide standby
power for the Town's fire station. The fire station is a 6,500 sq ft critical facility that houses the Town’s only fire suppression
and EMS response elements. The current generator is in excess of 20 years old, and repairs are becoming more frequent.
Additionally, the future reliability of the unit is in question due to the age of the unit and its location on the barrier island,
exposing it to salt air and extreme weather conditions.

A replacement unit will provide reliable back-up power when needed to assure fire and rescue services can be provide the
community.
