The goal is to unite community partners in one place to reduce the negative effects of untreated mental
health and substance use disorder in adults and children living with mental health and substance use disorders. The
building will help fill the gap in services, which has been recognized by the WellFlorida Community Health Assessment, as
the greatest unmet need in Hernando County for the past nine years.

 Certified Recovery Peer Specialists (CRPS) will work with individuals to establish self sufficiency goals. Other community
partners will have office space to bring housing, employment and other much needed support services to participants all
under one roof.

 The target population is 40% of Hernando County residents living with mental illness and substance use disorders
approximately 72,000 residents plus their family members. We currently impact about 4,000 people each year and plan to
double that with the expansion of services.

 Improve mental health, improve quality education, improve transportation conditions, increase economic activity,
enhance specific individual's self sufficiency, reduce recidivism, reduce substance abuse and criminal/juvenile justice
diversion. These outcomes will be measured through quarterly assessments.
