 The City of Jacksonville Beach owns and operates two Water Treatment Plants and an Advanced Waste water Treatment
(AWT) Pollution Control Plant. These facilities currently use chlorine gas for disinfection. This densely-populated
community experiences consistent coastal winds, and these facilities are located within 1-square mile of each other. A gas
leak from one or more of these facilities could present a serious public health hazard. This project will eliminate that risk by
installing liquid sodium hypochlorite disinfection systems at all three facilities.

 The target population of this project is the approximately 24,000 residents of and thousands of visitors to the City of
Jacksonville Beach.

 The expected outcome of this project is to realize no change to or a net improvement of the City's current potable water
and waste water effluent quality by switching the disinfection method from gaseous chlorine to liquid sodium hypochlorite.
These results will be measured through the routine testing of the treated water at each facility.
