Upon completion, it will provide safe, decent housing for 20 families for a projected 36 adults and 72 children
and generate approximately $420,000 in local state taxes per year. The BBI Townhome Community is a shovel-ready
project with estimated total budget of $6.53 million. With funding assistance, Habitat Broward can begin pre-development
and permitting on this community immediately.
