4. Project/Program Description

The Morris Bridge Wellfield is located within the Lower Hillsborough Wilderness Preserve and contains twenty (20)
production wells with a total capacity of 33.75 million gallons per day. The average flow from the wellfield is approximately 8
million gallons per day and is part of Tampa Bay Water's Consolidated Water Use Permit. The supply from the wellfield is
treated at the Morris Bridge Booster Station and pumped into the Regional Transmission System. The main objective of this
project is the rehabilitation of the fifteen (15) wells currently in service, and the demolition of the other (5) wells currently out
of service. This rehabilitation would include installation of new pumps, motors, piping, electrical and arc flash components
in order to provide a more reliable system. The expected outcome of the project includes the reduction of safety hazards,
reduction of operational costs and maintenance due to more efficient pumps and instrumentation and a reduced arc flash
hazard.

Five of these wells are no longer in operation and will be
demolished as part of this project. The remaining fifteen (15) wells will be rehabilitated with new piping, pumps and new
electrical and instrumentation.

A construction firm procured by Tampa Bay Water will provide construction services for the project.

c. What direct services will be provided to citizens by the appropriation project?

This wellfield is part of Tampa Bay Water's wholesale water supply system providing up to 33.75 million gallons per day
of safe drinking water to the 2.5 million residents of the Tampa Bay Water service area.

This wellfield is part of Tampa Bay Water's wholesale water supply system providing up to 33.75 million gallons per day
of safe drinking water to the 2.5 million residents of the Tampa Bay Water service area.

What is the methodology by which this outcome will
be measured?

The expected outcome of the project includes the reduction of safety hazards, reduction of operational costs and
maintenance due to more efficient pumps and instrumentation and a greatly reduced arc flash hazard. This outcome can
be measured by tracking the energy usage and costs for all safety incidents and maintenance repairs throughout the
wellfield.

Tampa Bay Water includes performance specifications within all of its contracts that assure all work will be completed in
accordance with all required codes, standards and necessary deliverables.
