The lines will serve existing residents/business owners who are at risk of closing
because of failing septic systems and support growth of new businesses at this vital interchange on the interstate. A more
resilient infrastructure will benefit a major evacuation route along the I-10 and Highway 69 corridor.

 The funds will be used to design and construct an expansion of the town's public wastewater system to include extension
to the I-10 corridor and added service area capability. Those opting to connect to the wastewater system will discontinue
use of their septic tanks, which is a hazard to the environment.

 This is an infrastructure project; however, all residents in the town of Grand Ridge and travelers utilizing the I-10 corridor,
which is a major evacuation route, will benefit from the town's expanded wastewater services capability.

 All residents in Grand Ridge and travelers using the I-10 Corridor, a major evacuation route, will benefit from the town's
expanded wastewater services capability. Greater than 800 individuals will be served.

 The funds will be used to extend wastewater lines to the I-10 interchange in order to support economic development
efforts of the town of Grand Ridge.
