The project proposes to up size the forcemain
piping and improve the pump stations as required to adapt to the changed pumping conditions.

Once plans are developed and permits acquired the project will be competitively bid,
awarded and constructed.

The citizens of Paxton will get a direct benefit from the project by limiting the number of septic tanks constructed in their
community. Additionally, the availability of sewer will improve the economic development prospects for the community.
Lastly, the local school is planning to expand and these improvements will support sewering the expansion of the school.
