 Clay County entered into a joint maintenance agreement with FDOT in 1996 to maintain the recreational bike trail known
as Black Creek Bike Trail. The Construction and Maintenance Agreement was entered into in 2011, acknowledging that
DEP would construct the 8 mile paved trail and the County would maintain and make repairs. This trail has 3 wooden
boardwalk sections that are in need of replacement. These sections are 3200 ft, 180 ft, and 210 ft long with handrails. The
County seeks to replace the stringers, decking, and handrails in these three sections with composite wood.
