a. What specific purpose or goal will be achieved by the funds requested?

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To continue to bring world class violinist ltzhak Perlman, his faculty, and exceptionally gifted music students ages 12-22
from all over the world here to Florida for the teaching/performing PMP Winter Residency. The program has been held
annually for the past 19 years in Sarasota and Manatee counties. The residency takes place on the campus of USF
Sarasota-Manatee over a 17-day period during the winter school break.

b. What activities and services will be provided to meet the intended purpose of these funds?

The students and faculty have full use of the USFSM classrooms for lessons and practice during the day. In the
evenings, the students perform with Mr. Perlman conducting in a large tent erected on the USFSM grounds. At the end of
the residency, a public concert performance is held at the Sarasota Opera House with the students and Mr. Perlman
conducting. The students, after completing the program and their higher education, return as performing artists to the
community for concerts during the rest of the year.

c. What direct services will be provided to citizens by the appropriation project?

The residents and visitors to the area are given the opportunity to hear young musical talent and witness their progress
as they return year after year for the residency until they enter into higher education. These young musicians are the
future of classical music, and it is critical to nurture and train them to keep traditional and contemporary classical music
available for generations to come. An addition to the residency is the Super String program offered only to Florida string
music students. Giving them the opportunity to spend the day at the residency to learn from and perform on stage under
the baton of Itzhak Perlman.

d. Who is the target population served by this project? How many individuals are expected to be served?

The Winter Residency serves all ages, abilities, and socio-economic populations. The evening events in the tent at
USFSM are free for the public to attend.
Approximately 8,000 individuals attend the Winter Residency each year.

e. What is the expected benefit or outcome of this project? What is the methodology by which this outcome will
be measured?

The benefit to the state of Florida is to keep this unique program thriving. PMP is fortunate to have the most famous
living violinist here for several weeks a year. Audiences are thrilled to have proximity to the maestro as they watch him
work with and conduct the young, talented students. Audiences are measured by ticket sales and head counts. Surveys
are distributed at all events to collect additional data including anecdotal comments and email addresses to receive e-
news.
