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TRUTH IN BONDING STATEMENT
IN SUPPORT OF THE 2003-2004 GENERAL APPROPRIATIONS ACT

The State of Florida is proposingto issue $516.3million of debt or obligationfor the purposeof
educationalfacilities constructionunderthe PublicEducation CapitalOutlayprogram. The debt or
obligationis expectedto be repaid over a periodof 30 years. At a forecastedinterestrate of 5.625%,
the total interest paid over the life of the bondswill be $554.6million.

The State of Florida is proposingto issue $200.0million of debt or obligationfor the purposeof
acquiringenvironmentally sensitive lands underthe FloridaForeverprogram. The debtor obligation is
expectedto be repaidover a period of 20 years. At a forecasted interest rate of 6.25%,the total interest
paid over the life of the bondswill be $155.8million.

The State of Florida is proposing to issue $300.0million of debt or obligationfor the purposeof
purchasingright-of-way for state highwayconstruction. The debt or obligation is expected to be repaid
over a period of 30 years. At a forecasted interestrate of 5.35%,the total interestpaid overthe life of
the bondswill be $309.0million.

The Stateof Florida is proposing to issue $79.3million of debt or obligation for FloridaTumpike
construction projects. The debt or obligationis expectedto be repaid over a period of 30 years.At a
forecasted interestrate of 5.35%, the total interestpaid over the life of the bondswill be $81.7million.

The Stateof Floridais proposing to issue $100.0million of debt or obligationfor the purposeof funding
transportation projectsthrough the State Infrastructure Bank. The debt or obligation is expectedto be
repaidover a period of 30 years. At a forecasted interestrate of 5.35%,the total interestpaid over the
life of the bondswill be $103.0 million.

The Stateof Floridais proposing to issue an amountof debt or obligationyet to be determinedfor the
purposeof constructing universityfIXed capital outlayprojects. These projects,authorizedby the
GeneralAppropriations Act, may be funded in whole or in part by the sale of bonds or otherdebt or
obligation.

The Stateof Floridais proposing to issue $600.0million of debt or obligation for the purposeof funding
capitaloutlayprojectsin fulfillment of the constitutional amendmentto limit class size in public schools.
The debt or obligation is expected to be repaidover a period of 20 years. At a forecastedinterest rate
of 6.25%,the total interestpaid over the life of the bondswill be $1,067.5 million.

Full faith and creditand revenuebonded indebtedness payableat June 30, 2002 as reported by the State
Boardof Administration in "Annual Debt Service Report (for the Fiscal Year EndedJune 30, 2002)"
was $17,223,100,000.
