 Ohel will provide parent, teacher, and student education to promote resilience, wellbeing and trauma-sensitivity to better
meet the mental-health needs of youth. Ohel will provide social-emotional, resilience and substance use prevention
resources and programs for students from preschool through high school age. We will conduct trauma support for
schools, families, and communities.

 School faculty, students, parents, and community members will receive services such as trauma and grief interventions,
social emotional education, substance abuse prevention, attend support groups and weekend bereavement retreats.
Students and teachers will also receive our preschool and elementary age social emotional resources.

 The target population for this project will be Preschool, Grade School and High School students, teachers and faculty, at-
risk youth, people experience and acute trauma suffering from poor mental health. We expect to serve over 800
individuals this coming year.
