While funds will not be used directly for
services to citizens in the first phase, citizens will directly benefit from the completion of the entire project. Once the
workforce attainable housing is constructed, the proposed plan will include 210 dwelling units (8 at or below AMI, 8
between 80% and 100% AMI, 7 between 100% and 120% AMI and 120 units for attainable workforce housing).

 This project will begin the design and engineering phase of a larger project to create approximately 400 affordable
housing units for working individuals in downtown Sarasota. The project will help reduce the commute time for working
individuals who cannot find affordable housing near their employment, saving time and money. It will also solve hiring
issues for employers in the area. Will be measured by monitoring job growth in the City.
