 Programs and services include the following: Painting workshops, Rock Steady Boxing Parkinson's Program, Lunch with
an Author, Computer and Technology classes, Medicare Counseling, Pickleball, Floral Arrangement Workshops, Balance
Chair Exercise Group, A.S.K. Book Club, Dominoes, Trips and Tours, Lectures, Annual Health Fair among other ranges
of programs.

 Target populations include elderly persons, persons with poor physical and mental health, economically disadvantaged
persons, developmentally disabled, and physically disabled. Individuals expected to be served is approximately 1,500
people.

 Programming provided to Seniors will have a positive impact in their overall physical health. Regular physical activity
helps seniors maintain their mobility and independence. In addition to preventing or delaying the onset of mobility issues.
As the Village's Senior programming often involves group activities, clubs, or classes. It provides opportunities for seniors
to socialize and interact with their peers. Social isolation is a common issue among seniors, and social engagement can
combat loneliness and depression. Money Management Programs for Seniors to provide assistance and guidance as the
senior population is often targeted by scammers and financial predators. Money management programs will provide
safeguards to protect seniors from identity theft and fraud. Money management programs can help access programs to
receive assistance they may be entitled to. This benefits and outcomes will be measured based on participant feedback
and the number of attendees at all events.
