 Polk State was awarded $43 million in federal COVID relief funds.
42% of these funds will be disbursed as emergency grants to students to provide direct assistance
to address the financial impacts of COVID-19.
51% of funds are to enhance remote instruction; expand access to tech; invest in improvements to
address air quality, health, & safety; address student healthcare & mental health services; and
recover lost revenue.
7% for faculty & staff for their resiliency in maintaining operations.

c. Organization Type 

 Located in one of the fastest growing areas of Polk County, the Polk State Haines City Campus will increase access to
higher education for stakeholders in Haines City, Davenport, Poinciana, and the Four Corners region. In particular, this
will allow for the growth of high-demand workforce programs including those in the areas of Health Sciences and
Logistics.

 The proposed development will house education and training facilities to support workforce programs with a particular
emphasis on Health Sciences and the general education coursework for the Associate in Arts degree.
Health disciplines do not work in isolation in a hospital or clinic setting and students at this campus will have the benefit of
sharing state-of-the-art technical and training labs while working alongside each other as they would in a hospital setting.
Increases in the use of simulation may alleviate some of the pressure on clinical scheduling and would facilitate students’
time to completion. The Northeast Ridge Campus would provide dedicated laboratory space and skilled personnel to
program simulators, manage lab set ups, and provide for student engagement – currently not feasible in Polk State’s
older, smaller lab spaces.

 Upon completion of this project, citizens will have access to a Polk State College campus where they can access
Student and Academic Services, and take all of the coursework necessary to complete the Associate in Arts and many of
the Health Sciences degree programs.

 Polk County students and families are the target population for this project with a particular emphasis on those residing
within the Haines City, Davenport, Poinciana, and the Four Corners region. Residents within a 10-mile radius of the site
are the ideal population to be served and include nearly 3,800 12th graders, which represents 39% of all 12th graders in
Polk County, and over 80,000 individuals whose highest educational attainment is a high school diploma or some
college/no degree.

 The outcome of this project will be to provide access to higher education to the residents of Northeast Polk County.
Outcomes will be measured through increased student enrollment, retention, and completion for Polk State College, and
specific increases in these metrics for students who are residents of the Haines City, Davenport, Poinciana, and the Four
Corners region.
