Activities will include the work needed to construct 6,000 feet of the force main piping including the mobilization,
dewatering, maintenance of traffic, excavation, installation, and restoration work.

The citizens are served through the effective management of wastewater, environmental protection and economic
development that the new force main will provide.

d. Who is the target population served by this project? How many individuals are expected to be served?

This project does not directly target a specific population but will generally serve all citizen of the city.
e. What is the expected benefit or outcome of this project? What is the methodology by which this outcome will

be measured?

The expected benefit is the additional wastewater capacity gained through the construction of the new force main along
with redundant means of managing existing wastewater flows during repair and maintenance operations. Benefits are
measured through the required reporting of sanitary sewer overflow incidences and general revenues received from the

new development.
f. What are the suggested penalties that the contracting agency may consider in addition to its standard penalties
for failing to meet deliverables or performance measures provided for the contract?

City of Melbourne contracts include a liquidated damages provision in the amount of $500 per day. This penalty is
enforced when a contractor fails to complete the project within the contract time limits. If requested, this amount can be

increased or decreased based upon State of Florida guidelines.
