The target population is elderly persons, persons with poor physical health, and the physically disabled. We are looking
to serve between 50-100 persons.

e. What is the expected benefit or outcome of this project? What is the methodology by which this outcome will
be measured?

The expected benefit is to improve the physical health of 90% of our seniors who will engage in physical activity. This will
be measured by the individual participant observation noted by the staff who will document the behaviors and trends from
the physical activities that the seniors will engage in. Another expected benefit is to enrich the cultural experience. The
benefit will be that 100% of participants will have access to cultural activities and 95% of the participants will have a
favorable reaction to outings and activities. This will be measured via program reports and sign-in sheets that will reflect
positive experiences and interactions during and after the activities. Also, through participant surveys. Benefit: protect the
general public from harm.
