 The expected outcome is to have an infrastructure system that meets all Federal, State and Local Code requirements for
health and safety concerns. The primary way of measuring performance is to have the City's Water and Waste Water
Divisions provide monthly water loss reports The project will also provide measured improvements to the infrastructure
within the RAO designated community allowing for additional water and waste water capacity in our downtown business
district.

Once bids are received and warded for the project, the contract will have specific contract completion dates, if not met
contractor will be subject to Liquidated Damages, assessed on a daily basis.
