Allows residents to use the shoal for recreational
purposes.

There is no penalty for not completing the project. However, if the project is not done the shoaling will continue and
become increasingly dangerous to boaters and those beached on the shoal. There will be a negative impact on marine
activity in northern Palm Beach County and three marinas along the channel. Also, if not dredged the storm water outflow
pipes in Palm Beach Shores will increasingly be occluded by accreting sand. The 3.5 million is a local grant which expires
September 2023.
