1.Improve quality of education: This will build the knowledge and application of critical work skill and prepare high school
students for employment. This will be measured by Surveys of participants, pre-post tests and tracking of both completion
of program and job placement resulting from program.

2. Increase or improve economic activity: Facilitate long-term employment opportunities for youth, particularly those who
are at-risk. Employment data will be tracked long-term.

3. Enhance specific individual's economic self-sufficiency: High school students will be provided work training and
opportunities for employment and will increase knowledge of soft/work skills, financial literacy, entrepreneurship and pre-
apprenticeship.
