This project is a city-wdie initative to install tidal check valves on storm sewer outfalls in the city to prevent backflow of tidal
receiving waters through existing outfall pipes. During high tides and storm surges, water levels in the tidal receiving waters
are higher than adjacent city roadways and flow backwards through the drain pipes and catch basin grates along the road,
resulting in roadway flooding that creates dangerous conditions for residents and emergency vehicles responding to the
areas.
