 The purpose of these funds will be for Lakeview Center, Inc. to establish a Central Receiving Facility (CRF) in Escambia
County to serve both Escambia and Santa Rosa counties. Currently, Baptist Hospital and HCA West Florida Hospital are
the two Baker Act receiving facilities for the county. In 2021, demand increased to the point where HCA stated their intent
to relinquish their receiving facility status. This prompted several planning discussions over a number of months which
resulted in broad support for a CRF to be established.

c. Organization Type 

 The goal that will be achieved by the requested funds will be establishing a Central Receiving Facility (CRF) in Escambia
County to be operated by Lakeview Center, Inc. The purpose of the CRF will be to create a centralized location and
process for Baker Act screenings and linkage to services for individuals experiencing a behavioral health crisis. This will
also reduce patient volume in local hospital emergency departments.

 Lakeview Center, Inc. (LCI) will coordinate with local law enforcement, area hospitals, emergency services, DCF,
Northwest Florida Health Network Managing Entitiy, and local and state governments to establish a central receiving
system for the area. LCI will employ, train, and direct staff as required to deliver services at the CRF, as well as provide
operational oversight according to licensing standards.

 Direct services to be provided to citizens will include Baker Act screening by qualified professional staff; referral and
transportation to appropriate hospital beds when admission is needed for stabilization; triage and linkage to community
behavioral health services as needed.

 This project will serve the citizens of Escambia and Santa Rosa counties that are experiencing a behavioral health crisis
and in need of a Baker Act screening to determine level of risk of harm to self or others. The anticipated number of
individuals to be served is over 800.

 Anticipated outcomes include decreased fatalities due to suicide and overdose, measured by community-level health
data; increased access to emergency mental health services, measured by decreased wait times for evaluation and
admission; increased community presence of law enforcement through reduced drop-off times when transporting
individuals to the CRF for Baker Act screening; decrease in arrest, incarceration, and crime by the individuals served by
this program as measured by longitudinal data for persons engaged in services; and improved funtioning for individuals
with diagnosed substance use disorder that engage in services as measured by the Functional Assessment Scale
administered by Lakeview Center.
