 A series of programs designed to engage students, teachers, and the public in Holocaust education events such as
community-wide Kristallnacht and Holocaust Memorial Day commemorations, interactive virtual tours of the Memorial,
and expansion and maintenance of an online platform for students and visitors; professional development seminars for
teachers and Holocaust Education Week programming.

 Providing professional development seminars for educators who reach thousands of students each year; educational
resources for all 67 school districts in Florida, as well as a place where hundreds of thousands of citizens and students
can come, reflect, and be inspired. Public and virtual Holocaust Education events are conducted for students, teachers,
adult learners, and the general public.

 The target audience is students of all grade levels, adult learners, as well as the general public. Part of our request is to
expand the reach of the Memorial from 100,000 visitors to 150,000 visitors as our new Education Center is built and we
have more educational experiences to offer.

 Follow up assessments and surveys are conducted with almost every program that we offer. Additionally, an increase in
visitors to the Memorial of all ages (with a focus on doubling the number of students who visit) would be an indication of
our impact.
