 The Martin Luther King (MLK) Jr. Avenue to SW 3rd Avenue corridor has been identified as a widespread flood-prone area
by Geosyntec Consultants, Inc. in a 2021, Stormwater Capital Improvement Plan that was produced as a result of RFQ#
2018-19/02. The project corridor spans north to south within City limits, south of East Hillsboro Boulevard, east of I-95,
north of SW 10th Street, and west of the South Dixie Highway. The proposed project will mitigate flooding in the northern
and southern sections of the corridor to achieve a level of service standards to withstand a 10-year, 24-hour storm in the
area. The scope of work consists of finalizing the design plans to up-size existing drainage infrastructure and construct new
drainage infrastructure, including ditch bottom inlets, manholes, piping, and ex-filtration, as well as constructing
improvements to the existing pond.
