Parents can learn to share responsibility for the children and improve care for a disabled child. This in turn can improve
outcomes.
Methodology: Pre and Post Perception surveys (attitudinal data); Empathy Interviews (Focus group)
As a result of taking this course, participants will: (1) Pay attention to and respect their own feelings; (2) Use empathy as
a tool to better be able to connect with others; (3) Experience less toxic emotions (anger, jealousy, resentment); and (4)
Practice empathy.
