Our programming includes direct financial
support in addition to mental health care, survivor programming, and bereavement support for our children & families,

 Central Florida families in active treatment for their pediatric cancer will receive financial assistance, in addition to our
family programming services including mental health services, survivor programming, and bereavement support to
provide connection and unity to those within our Central Florida pediatric cancer community. .
