In addition, creating curriculum for students to
authentically engage with digital skills and earn certifications will directly prepare students for middle and high school.

Our unit will travel to
elementary schools throughout the district to expose students to STEM and CTE. Making full use of the mobile's unique
classroom setting, students get hands-on experience in construction, plumbing, and woodworking, to name a few.
