The Miami Lakes NW 154th
Street To NW 77th Court Turn Lane Extension Transportation Improvements Project includes the design, permitting, and
construction modification to the existing turn lane from NW 154th Street west bound to NW 77th Court south bound. The
Project's proposed goal is to reduce traffic congestion on NW 154th Street (Miami Lakes Drive) from nearby shopping
centers, restaurants, hotels, schools, and SHS SR826 on ramps.

The expected outcome is to complete the construction of the Miami Lakes NW 154th Street To NW 77th Court Turn Lane
Extension Transportation Improvements Project. Expected benefits include improved transportation conditions, increased
traffic flow, and reduced traffic congestion on one of the Town's major thoroughfares and SHS SR826 on ramps.
Outcome will be measured by field observations and police cameras at site. The Project will create specific contractor,
engineer, environmental, and consultant immediate job opportunities measured by contractual agreements.
