 Health care services provided through the Paxton Medical Clinic include: Preventive and wellness care, annual
examinations and checkups, treatment of minor illnesses, treatment of minor injuries, ongoing care for chronic illnesses
such as diabetes and high blood pressure, immunizations, family planning, and linkage to behavioral health services and
dental services.

 Health Care services as noted above.

 The target population are the residents of the City of Paxton and the surrounding area. In 2022, the Paxton Medical
Clinic served 467 clients with 8,795 different services provided. As of October 31, 2023, the Paxton Medical Clinic has
seen 632 clients with 11,873 services provided. The steady growth of clients is consistent with the population growth of
Walton County.

 The expected benefit of this medical clinic will be improved community health. The improvements will be measured via
monthly utilization reviews and care management through the Walton County Health Department. Additionally,
Community Health Assessments for Walton County will help to measure the community benefits of this facility and direct
future services to be provided.
