 Construction of enhanced stormwater facilities to include retention and stormwater detention ponds, conveyance ditches,
and culverts, to provide greater capacity and more efficient conveyance of stormwater to prevent vulnerable areas from
continued flooding rain events.

 The enhanced capability of the City's Southern stormwater system would result in better conveyance of stormwater
during heavy rainfall events. Additionally, this project would increase safety of the traveling public and assist in preventing
flooding of private property which results in preservation and potential increase of property values for citizens.
