The project includes the construction of a roundabout at St. Petersburg Drive and Bayview Boulevard for traffic calming,
safety enhancement, and as a gateway to the Community Redevelopment Area (CRA). A well-constructed roundabout
increases safety and efficiency of intersections. The speed limit on St. Petersburg Drive and limited visibility decreases the
safety of the intersection at Bayview Boulevard.

Boulevard, and the City Engineer has received multiple safety complaints regarding this intersection. The city's traffic
engineering consultant, Kimley Horn, provided a preliminary design to add a roundabout style intersection in order to
change traffic patterns, decrease speed, and provide a gateway to the CRA. This is the second phase of an overall project.
Phase 1 is a complete streets traffic safety project that terminates at this intersection.
