 The Town of Montverde has 750 septic systems in operation. The age and proximity of these septic tanks to Lake Apopka
and Lake Florence increase the probability of nitrogen, phosphorus, and other pollutants contributing to degraded quality of
these water bodies. The Town has initiated the process of implementing a central wastewater collection system and
treatment plant to serve property owners. Design is presently underway on the first phase (“Phase 1A”) of this system. The
Town has completed the conceptual planning of the next phase of the system (“Phase 1B”), which will expand the
collection system infrastructure – eliminating an additional 250 septic tanks.
