The Town's
water supply is threatened do to the age and condition of the resins, filter media and treatment units at the Water Treatment
Facility used to treat raw water. The quality of the water distributed to the Town's residents and businesses often fails
secondary standards for color established by the Florida Department of Environmental Protection. Due to the fact that the
water often has a "yellow" tinge, many residents and business owners have voiced their concerns about the Town's ability
to consistently provide a high quality, safe and clear in color water supply and as a result, upgrades are urgently required.
