 The FGUA proposes to replace the existing septic tanks in the Seven Springs Service Areas, specifically the Riverside
Village subdivision which is located in the Anclote River Freshwater Segment identified by FDEP as waters not meeting
standards for E. Coli. The project will eliminate the risks of sewage seepage due to the low lying area and high water table
and eliminate the septic tank back-ups into homes, thus reducing the nutrient loading in stormwater, groundwater, and
surface waters and eliminating the bacterial health risk in the area.
