c. What direct services will be provided to citizens by the appropriation project?

The University of West Florida Haas Center conducted a financial impact analysis of the work to be performed and
concluded that 900 direct jobs and between 3,500-5,000 indirect jobs will be created for up to 20 years of the
performance of the manufacturing contract. The direct jobs exceed the average local wage scale in addition to various
employment benefits.

d. Who is the target population served by this project? How many individuals are expected to be served?

The citizens of Bay, Gulf, Washington, Jackson, Calhoun, and Walton Counties are the primary counties in which
targeted direct-hire employees live. The US Coast Guard vessels will serve as coastal national security assets for the
Department of Homeland Security.

e. What is the expected benefit or outcome of this project? What is the methodology by which this outcome will
be measured?

The measured outcome includes the widening of the Allanton Basin in support of the movements of the 300'+ length
United States Coast Guard Offshore Patrol Cutter. All improvements will be conducted in the state's sovereign
submerged lands.

The county is willing to impose construction performance bond requirements.
