Walton Beach, sits near the middle of a drainage basin area that has experienced poor drainage due to
aged stormwater infrastructure and an ineffective outfall. The proposed project will include construction of infrastructure to
increase stormwater capacity in the drainage basin that includes Lloyd Street and Mayflower Avenue and outfalls to Cinco
Bayou. A hydrodynamic separator, commonly called a Bay Saver, will be installed to improve water quality that discharges
into the Bayou.
