Improved physical and mental health -- Numerous studies conclude that active participation in youth sports improves the
athlete's and family's physical and mental health. TOPSoccer provides people with diverse abilities an opportunity to play
soccer in a structured environment that is safe, fun, supportive, and inclusive; Increased economic activity and tourism --
Florida Premier FC will expand its tournament and team offerings, increasing the local economic impact; Creation of new
jobs through the development of land; Reduction of recidivism and substance abuse -- Numerous studies conclude that
active participation in youth sports reduces recidivism and substance abuse among youth participants.
