This is an infrastructure project; however, all residents in the town of Grand Ridge and travelers utilizing the 1-10 corridor,
which is a major evacuation route, will benefit from the town's expanded wastewater services capability.

All residents in Grand Ridge and travelers using the I-10 Corridor, a major evacuation route, will benefit from the town's

expanded wastewater services capability. Greater than 800 individuals will be served.
