 The Cruise Ship Shore Power Connection project would allow a cruise ship docking at the Port to turn off their electrical
generators and instead power the ship from a shore side connection. This would result in decreased fuel usage on the ship,
reduced noise, and most importantly significantly reduced greenhouse gas and air quality emissions as the ship would now
be powered by the local electrical grid.
FPL engineers have already surveyed the site and concluded that it is feasible to install the power transformer and
charging connection on the cruise dock.
