 The project consists of retrofitting and expanding the citywide wastewater management system. This project is consistent
with the US EPA Flood Resilience Guide as it protects vulnerable water by fortifying "water and wastewater utilities to
withstand a flooding event, minimize damage and rapidly recover from disruptions" (EPA Flood Resilience Guide)

 The proposed project does not provide direct services to citizens, however, it enhances the quality of life for residents by
improving public infrastructure.

 The proposed citywide project improves stormwater management for the approximately 8,000 residents of North Bay
Village and protects Florida's natural resources.

 The Village's mitigation measures include: (1) installing a new submersible pump station, (2) installing a new wet well
and valve vault, and controls, (3) retrofitting the station's force main as necessary, (4) constructing a gravity sewer to
accommodate the new submersible station, (5) installing a new portable generator to ensure continuity of operation
during power outages, (6) abandon the current above-ground wastewater building, (7) create additional green space that
is beneficial in managing stormwater runoff.

 The agency will not be reimbursed for project activities that do not meet the deliverables or performance measures.
