 The proposed project would install raised intersections to mitigate dangerous conditions for pedestrians and bicyclists,
especially children traveling to the school on the corridor.

 Improved pedestrian and bicycle safety.

 Residents, students, visitors, and businesses in the Riverland area. More than 1.5 million vehicles travel on Riverland
Road each year beyond the population living along this street.

 The project outcomes include improved pedestrian and bicycle safety, mitigated speeding traffic, mitigated cut-through
traffic, and improved overall safety for all users. The methodology to measure these outcomes is to track speed data that
has been tracked prior, is being collected through speed radar signs currently, and will be collected post-construction.
The current 85% is 13 miles per hour over the speed limit. Additional crash data will be reviewed following the
construction in comparison to the 152 occurring in the last five years.
