To improve Safety and Protection for Citizens of Levy County. A new EOC facility will ensure that mitigation efforts are
enhanced; preparedness is encouraged, responsiveness is assured and recovery is achieved, efficiently and effectively,
before, during and after man-made and nartural disasters that may occur in Levy County. This can only be accomplished
by a larger space to accomodate the staffing needed to respond to any disaster. This will reduce loss of life, injury and
property damage and loss resulting from natural or man made emergencies. Additionally, preparing for prompt and
efficient response and recovery activities to protect live and property impacted by emergencies.
