More Unnecessary Changes to Elections Law

"

The Florida Senate and House approved and sent the Governor 
SB 7050 - an elections bill that targets voter groups that encourage voter

engagement with our democratic process. 



It also paves the way for the Governor to run for President without having to
resign for office - as Senator Jason Pizzo put it: 

"politically married but continue to date."

Allow any Florida elected
official to run for federal

public office without having
to resign 

(not just when the Governor
is running for President)

Only send voter cards to
eligible voters

Make vote-by-mail
more accessible to

voters with disabilities

Delete the unfunded
mandate for local

supervisors to identify
registered voters with felony

convictions whose rights
haven't been restored - a job

better left to the state

Three claims bills are on their way to the Governor -
including SB 8 - a claims bill for Leonard Cure, who was

wrongfully incarcerated for 16 years. The bill was
sponsored by Senators Shevrin Jones and

Representatives Michael Gottlieb and Ashley Gantt.





DEMOCRATIC BILLS ON THE MOVE

The "Tyre Sampson Act" sponsored by
Senator Geraldine Thompson would create

safety standards for amusement rides,
requiring permanent amusement rides

operated for the first time in this state to have
a ride commissioning and certification report
on file with the Department of Agriculture and

Consumer Services. The bill passed
unanimously and heads to the Florida House. 

The Legislature has
one job required by

the Constitution: 
Pass a state budget.

The Senate passed SB 734 - Saltwater Intrusion
Vulnerability Assessments, sponsored by

Senator Tina Polsky. The bill focuses on the
threat of saltwater intrusion in our coastal
communities. It allows the Department of

Environmental Protection to provide grants to
coastal counties to conduct risk assessments

of saltwater inclusion - including a projection of
its impact over the next decade.

Here's a glance at other bills filed by Senate Democrats heard during Week 8:
SB 174 - Protection of Specified Personnel - Senator Polsky
Protects justices, judicial assistants, family members, and law enforcement from threats.

SB 424 - Time Limitations for Prosecution of Certain Sexual Offenses - Senator Davis
Eliminates the statute of limitations for a first or second degree felony offense of sexual
battery, if the victim is 18 years of age or older at the time of the offense and they report it to
law enforcement within 21 days.

SB 430 - Abandoned and Historic Cemeteries - Senator Powell
Creates a Historic Cemeteries Program within the Division of Historical Resources.

SB 836 - Theft from Nonprofit Organizations - Senator Powell
Reclassifies the crime of theft, whenever a person is charged with committing theft from an
organization that person knows or has reason to believe is qualified as charitable

SB 858 - Benefits, Training, and Employment for Veterans and their Spouses - Senator
Torres
Provides numerous benefits to veterans and their families, including expanding the duties of
current entities to provide assistance with seeking benefits, services, and employment.




SB 1012 - Certified Peer Specialist Gateway Pilot Program - Senator Rouson
Creates the Certified Peer Specialist Pilot Program within the Department of Corrections.

SB 1352 - Sickle Cell Disease Medications - Senator Rouson
Among other things, requires the Agency for Health Care Administration to review sickle cell
disease medications, treatments and service for Medicaid recipients. 

SB 1408 - Sickle Cell Program - Senator Davis
Establishes a grant program within the Department of Health for the prevention, care, and
treatment of sickle cell disease. 

SB 1440 - Juvenile Court Proceedings - Leader Book
Authorizes A/V technology for dependency & delinquency proceedings.

SB  1564 - Year-round School Pilot Program - Senator Stewart
Directs the Department of Education to conduct a pilot program relating to the cost and
benefits of Year-round School.

HB 27/SB 1574 - Judgment Liens - Representative Benjamin/Senator Rouson
Makes changes to judgment lien law and processes.
