1. Project Title 44th Avenue East Connection - Manatee County

3. Date of Request 01/31/2023

 Manatee County intends to complete a continuous route from the County’s gulf coast to East Manatee County. This project
is the final connection over I-75 that will allow 44th Avenue to function as a four-lane, parallel reliever for State Roads 64
and 70. The completed thoroughfare is expected to support anticipated growth and capacity needs to help maintain the
County's adopted levels of service by alleviating demand on these State facilities. This project is part of the County's 2045
Future Traffic Circulation Plan and will include divided roadway with sidewalks, bike lanes/multi-use path, street lighting,
and the overpass over I-75 connecting to Lakewood Ranch Blvd. The County has prior and programmed funds of about
$33.5 million for this project but faces escalating costs approaching $75 million due to inflation and global supply chain
pressures. The funding request is to provide financial support to the project’s costs that will help keep this vital capacity
project on schedule.

c. Organization Type 

 The specific purpose of this project is to widen an extend an existing two-lane thoroughfare to four-lanes to provide (1)
additional east/west road capacity to meet current and anticipated growth in Manatee County, (2) a parallel reliever to the
"build-out" State roads (SR64 and SR70), and (3) a continuous route from the gulf coast to East Manatee County.

 Construction of approximately two miles of roadway improvements on 44th Avenue East, from Creekwood Boulevard to
Lakewood Ranch Boulevard.

 Increase east-west roadway capacity in Manatee County, which will reduce congestion on parallel sections of State
Roads 64 and 70 including their respective interchanges at I-75. Additionally, provide a continuous route from the gulf
coast to East Manatee County

 General population. The project will serve all individuals who live and travel in and around the project area.

 Additional capacity for 36,000 vehicles per day in a 4.3-mile corridor and reduction in demand on the parallel state roads
by 15,000 to 21,000 vehicles per day, thus reducing congestion and eliminating an anticipated demand for a total two
additional lanes on these "built-out" State facilities. Benefit estimated by comparing travel demand model output for build
and no-build scenarios. Benefit estimated by comparing travel demand model output for build and no-build scenario using
the CUBE-based FSUTMS travel demand model applied to MPO's 2035 LRTP datasets.
