 With a more efficient method to transport solid waste to the landfill, traffic routes will decrease creating long-term benefits
with reduced congestion and impact to the roadways. With the additional storage area provided by the facility, solid waste
pickup routes will be more consistent at removing the solid waste from customers' containers.

 ECUA Sanitation Customers and Escambia County Residents - ECUA has over 84,000 sanitation customers

 Decreased roadway congestion by decreasing the number of trips to the landfill by solid waste collection vehicles. This
decrease in trips also reduces roadway impacts generated by the solid waste collection vehicles. Also, by using more
efficient haul vehicles, greenhouse emissions are reduced. Monthly truck mileage reports are expected to show reduction
in overall distance traveled. Reduced energy usage by solid waste collection vehicles should be evident at refill station.
