In light of the
devastation to Bay County and surrounding areas from Hurricane Michael and the overactive 2020 hurricane season, the
City of Fort Walton Beach would like to utilize the FWB Recreation Center as an employee shelter and Emergency
Operations Center in case of a disaster.

The current City EOC is located at the Fort Walton Beach Police Department, which was built in 2001. That facility doesn't
meet the current standards and also lies within the Category 5 storm surge area. The FWB Recreation Center is built to
current codes and lies outside the Category 5 storm surge area.

The citizens would benefit from the immediate response times provided by the city's essential personnel before, during,

and after a disaster, especially first responders and utility workers.

Funding will allow the city to better serve all 21,000 citizens before, during, and after disaster situations.

Protection of the general public from harm: The upgraded facility will serve as the City's Emergency Operations Center in
disaster situations in order to protect and/or rescue citizens during and after a natural disaster. It also provides a safe
facility to house Emergency Personnel that will serve city residents in disaster situations.
