The
Communications Center serves as backup generator for communication within the county and receives hundreds of
emergency calls related to the waterways surrounding Boynton Beach and the Boynton Beach Inlet. Boynton Beach is a
valuable multi-jurisdictional partner within Palm Beach County, and the improvements to the generator would guard
Boynton Beach residents and the Palm Beach County community.
