 Funding from the State is twofold. It would allow Loggerhead Marinelife Center to better understand impacts of
contaminant exposure, disease, and foraging location on marine wildlife across in Florida and increase number of
cleanups, further analyze pounds of trash removed, and evaluate impacts of plastic debris and contaminants on wildlife.
Activities and services of the first project will be to document contaminants in sea turtles nesting in Florida and relate those
to foraging areas. Satellite tagging will be utilized in nesting female turtles to determine high-use areas. Funding will
support local beach cleanups and underwater cleanups at Juno Beach Pier. Data obtained from these cleanups will be
utilized in educational awareness programs and campaigns.

 The specific purpose for these requested funds is to improve upon the health and cleanliness of Florida's beaches and
waterways through rigorous beach and underwater cleanups, rescuing of turtles on piers throughout Florida, education
about the sea turtle protection zone, and evaluation of the health and migration patterns of Florida's charismatic wildlife in
regards to plastic pollution, contaminants, disease, and foraging location.

 This project will help to keep Florida beaches clear of trash and debris, and aims to create innovative, long-term solutions
to human impacts on our local ecosystems in order to help keep Florida reefs, beaches, and wildlife healthy for
generations to come. The resulting data from the research projects can be used to improve management decisions and
support protection measures in Florida's coast.

 The target populations served by this project are coastal communities, residents/tourists, and wildlife in the state of
Florida. By keeping the beaches and the coastal environment clean, tourism will continue to thrive in Florida and locals
and tourists alike will be able to enjoy pristine beaches and reefs long into the future.

 The outcome of this project is direct removal of fishing line and other trash from the marine environment and the
development of long-term pollution prevention initiatives to prevent debris from entering the ocean and potentially
harming marine life. Through these results, we will seize the opportunities to educate the public regarding the impacts of
plastic pollution, contaminants, and disease on sea turtle health through tangible displays, media contacts, and scientific
communication/publication. Measures of the realized value include improvements in ecosystem and species protection
and management policies, as well as shifts in scientific and public thinking brought about by these results. The outcome
will be measured by pounds of debris removed from the marine environment monthly or yearly by this project, miles of
fishing line removed during underwater cleanups, the number of beach cleanups held yearly, and peer-reviewed scientific
publications.
