In order to accommodate anticipated flows to
stations, improve overall station reliability, and lower the runtime hours, new pumping units and a new force main are
recommended. These upgrades are needed in order to provide greater reliability, system redundancy, and the ability to
handle future flow conditions within the wastewater system.

 Upgrades include 2 new 34-horsepower pumping units and adding a new 12-inch force main spanning 6,725 linear feet.

 The upgrades to the critical wastewater pump is crucial in ensuring safe and reliable wastewater service that protects
both residents and the surrounding natural resources. Upgrades will allow the station to efficiently and reliably move
sewage to the nearby treatment plant, where it will be treated before being directed back into the ground.

 The target population served by this project is the general population. Over 800 individuals are expected to be served.

 This project will mitigate health and safety risks to the public by reducing the likelihood of service interruptions and
sanitary sewer overflows, which can create public health concerns. Upgrades will allow for businesses to expand and
open increasing economic activity. These upgrades are needed in order to provide greater reliability, system redundancy,
and the ability to handle future flow conditions within the wastewater system. Outcomes will be measured by monitoring
the yearly nominal average pump operating time (NAPOT) to ensure that the maximum allowable limit of 10 hours isn't
exceeded.
