 Indiantown Road is one of the busiest roadways in Palm Beach County. The road is regularly congested and saturated
with traffic. The Town recently contributed funds to a separate Florida Department of Transportation project in order to
improve the traffic conditions. This project would act as a future improvement and next phase to extend the proposed lanes.
This project would install a westbound auxiliary lane from Central Boulevard to the intersection at Jupiter West Plaza and
an eastbound auxiliary lane from Central Boulevard to intersection at Chasewood Plaza. These improvements will allow
traffic to more easily clear Jupiter's entrance limits which lead to I-95 and the Turnpike. Due to geographic restrictions,
there are limited ways to access lower Martin County so that contributes to the need for easy traffic flow in and out of
Jupiter.
